We, further agree that we will not hold SADSAA/NDSAA and/or agents, or any member of the committee of SADSAA/NDSAA or their agents, liable for any accident or damage arising from directions, and/or instructions given or received by the SADSAA Agents/Officials and/or NDSAA Agents/Officials.

It is further agreed that neither SADSAA/NDSAA and/or AGENTS nor any of the members of the Committee of SADSAA/NDSAA nor their agents shall be liable for any damages or injuries or loss arising as a result of any Bona Fide rescue operations, which operations shall be undertaken at the sole discretion of the rescuer and at the sole risk of the entity or person to be rescued. In this regard it is specifically agreed that no person shall be compelled or obliged to effect rescue operations, either on land or at sea, having regard to the sea or land conditions and various other circumstances that may pertain at any particular time. RULES – GAME FISH NATIONALS 2016
1. Registration at 18h00, Boat Draw and Briefing 19h30 Sunday 24 April 2016
2. I.G.F.A and S.A.D.S.A.A. Rules to apply. (Know your rules)

3. 10kg line will be supplied by SADSAA (3 spools per team) to the competitors free of charge.  ONLY THE LINE SUPPLIED BY SADSAA MAY BE USED.  No Braid may be used. 
4. Bait to be supplied by NDSAA will be 1 x 5 kg sardines; however one extra 5 kg sardines per team may be purchased daily.  Only bait for the day supplied or caught on the boat may be used for that day only.
5. Maximum of six (6) rods may be in the water at any one time (two per angler).  No rod may be called dead.

6. Skippers may NOT fish. Teams must use their own tackle and not tackle belonging to the boat.  Skippers may gaff and place unused rods and bring lines in, but must disqualify fish by cutting off tail in the case of a strike whilst reeling in or disqualifying any fish as per SADSAA.rules.  Skippers may not make up traces or leaders.
7. Teams to collect bait and boat lunches every morning before launching.

8. Teams must return lunch boxes to the kitchen before weigh in.  If not returned, the Team will be billed R50.

9. Minimum weights - Tuna 6 kg other species  3 kg.

10. Green Job Fish & Yellow Tail count as Game Fish.

11. Kingfish Ignoblis will count as a specie, All other Kingfish as one specie.

12. No bill fish, bottom fish, or sharks will be weighed.

13. S.A.D.S.A.A. scoring system will be used in conjunction with Species Factor.

14. Only 1 fish of the following may be weighed per team to make up the species, Little Eastern Tuna (Kawa Kawa) Sarda Orientalis, Skipjack and Frigate. Minimum weight 3 kg.

15. Multiple hook mackerel jigs may be used for bait only; if weighable fish caught it will be disqualified.

16. Weigh In will open Monday - Friday at 14h00 and close at 16h00.

17. Weigh sheets must be checked and signed by the Captain and Skipper of the boat.

18. All fish remain the property of Shelly Beach Ski-Boat Club.

19. Teams to assist skippers in washing of boats. 

20. Empty fuel tanks to be brought to the weight in and collected afterwards.  Unmarked tanks will not be filled.

21. Lines in: After the last boat has launched on all days.  At approximately 06h00 or first light the boats may launch.

22. Lines up:
Monday – Friday 14h00
EXTRA TIME ONE HOUR EXCEPT FRIDAY. You may have one extra hour (Monday - Thursday only) to fight a fish as long as you have notified control before lines up and have been acknowledged by control.  If control has not been informed and you are still fighting fish after call of lines up the entire catch for the day will be disqualified.
23. All team members are to wear their Provincial Beach-wear at weigh in.  Full Step outs to be worn at Briefing and Prize Giving.

24. The Skipper will act as adjudicator and referee on the boat for the team he has for the day.

25. Radio Call ups 09h00, 11h00 and 13h00.

26. Any rule not covered, or any objection made by a team must be lodged in writing before one hour after the close of weigh in accompanied by a fee of R250. Any protest will be decided by the Tournament Committee and will be final and binding as per S.A.D.S.A.A. 14.6.1.
